God answer me?






It can be hard not knowing the answers to
these questions.

God never promises to answer them all.
Some answers dre just too big for us.

However, God might answer our prayers in
a way we don't expect.






There is lovely story of a girl called Ruth
and her best friend, Terry. Terry had a
dreadful accident one day, while playing in
the woods near his home.

He was sicKk for a very long time. Ruth
prayed that God might make him better,
but sadly Terry died. Ruth felt very sad and
had lots of questions.

Why didn't God save Terry?
Why didn't God make him better?






One day while walking in the woods Ruth
stopped to talk to her friend Mr Tandy, the
farmer from next door.

“Mr Tandy, why didn't God listen? Why
didn't God make Terry better?”
